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Toy Museum

Turkey's first Toy Museum is located in a beautiful white mansion in Göztepe on the Asian shore. This historical villa was the family home of Sunay Akın, a poet and a radio and television presenter, who opened this museum. The museum features all sorts of hand made toys from all regions of Turkey and other countries including puppets, clowns, dolls, miniatuer soldiers, planes, cars, ships and wooden toys. The cafe on the ground floor is filled with toy kitchenware. There is a film theatre for the capacity of 70 person.

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Miniaturk

A charming maquette park that began to operate in 2003 on Childrens' Day, April 23.  Here you can see all the main structures in Turkey in such a short time. In the park, there are 105 models of architectural structures. 45 of them belong to structures from Istanbul, another 45 structures from the rest of Turkey and some 15 models made by Turks that are in other countries. All maquette structures are 1/25 of their original size. The park is located over on a 56 hectare area along the coast of the Golden Horn. Miniturk is offering an interesting visit for children, too. A rubber wheeled and electrically charged mini train, called 'miniaturk express' capable of carrying up to 24 children give an enjoyable ride through the park. Other attractions include the 700 m2 restaurant and the cafetaria overlooking the Golden Horn. While you are getting your ticket, mention your choice of language out of six alternative languages. You’ll get a voice description during your tour by the help of the electronic band on your ticket.
