The European Choir
Weren’t you aware that there was a European Choir in Istanbul? That’s true, since 28 years with an admiration towards polyphonic music. They are around 100 people all coming from different professions, nationalities and religions; who have both professional and amateur musicians among them. The staff changes every year by new attendances and by the fact that some members have to return to their home countries. However the spirit remains unchanged.
Istanbul European Choir was founded by a group of German people who lived in Istanbul. When a group of French singers joined, they became Istanbul European Choir. The choir got richer every year by joining of people from different nationalities. The Istanbul European Choir had many conductors from different countries. The repertoire often consisted of classical works. In recent years began to diversify the repertoire with examples of works by popular foreign and Turkish composers. 

2004 fall season of Istanbul European Choir started on September 7 following a 3 month vacation. They had a successful concert at Kınalıada. On October 15 - 16, they will perform Dvorak's Stabat Mater at two concerts at AKM with Istanbul State Symphony Orchester in the memory of the 100th year anniversary of Dvorak's death. 
If you would like to be a member of Istanbul European Choir and sing together, the only thing you have to do is get through the auditions in September or January that take place right after the rehearsals. Rehearsals start at 07:00 and end at 9:30 each Tuesday. You may go and watch a rehearsal, and then try at the audition.
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
